Acquisltlons of new equlpnnent for KfiO!'-TV were perhaps not as spectacular
as in some past years, but contributed much to improvement in our effeciency
of operation and general on-air presentation. l\^lo new high-band 2" video-
tape recorders, were added to the faeilities at G1enda1e, and another hlgh-
band machine was lnstalled at Sunset Ridee. A color fiLra canera was also
brought from Hartford, and installed in the KI{OF-TV upstairs studio.

In the Raclio Department, a new produetion stud.io was cmpleted for KIIOF, and
new main studtos were buiLt for I(IFM ln Bakersfield..
